
Well, at least a new Deputy
Sheriff. Last month we
initiated a one-year
contract for services with

the Lake County Sheriff’s Department.
Deputy Heiny is already on duty and
working to reduce resident concerns over
weak coverage and slow response times to
our area. The “community policing” they
provide will be especially comforting for

all of us during the “the evening and 
early morning” coverage periods when 
the Sheriff’s Department typically
addresses most of their calls for accidents,
health-related emergencies, domestic
problems, traffic citations and DUI stops. 

In addition to our current coverage by 
the County, with a squad that floats in
and out of the Village as required for
emergency coverage, Deputy Heiny will
provide Beach Park with an uninterrupted
8 hours of protection 5 days per week. To
make the deal even more appealing, the
contract gives us access to the Depart-
ment’s 20-person detective team should
we require their services as well.

The effectiveness of the contracted
services will be reviewed and modified 
as needed, but we’re very pleased with 
the resources and protective value we’re
receiving. We welcome your comments
on this new service. ♦

Phenomenal Fiscal Facts
B E A C H  P A R K  A  G R E A T  

P L A C E  T O  L I V E

In the fiscal year ended April 30,
2001, we experienced an operating
surplus of just over $600,000 even
though we had projected an operating
deficit of approximately $200,000.
Thanks to under-budget spending by
every department in the Village, our
operating expenses were 27% under
budget. Things improved further with
operating revenues coming in at 10%
over budget. The financial position of
the Village has never been stronger.

At the Village Board meeting on 
June 27th, 2002 fiscal funds were
appropriated for infrastructure
improvements and other capital
projects. More specifically, it is the

Board’s intent to return the excess 
funds to you through increased
spending on roads, drainage and sewer
projects — all to make Beach Park an
even greater place to live.

As mentioned in this issue, along 
with Cambridge Homes, we’re co-
funding a Deputy from the Sheriff ’s
Department to reduce crime and
support law enforcement in our
Village. But rest easy when you see
these higher spending levels — if all
Departments spend all the budgeted
funds, we’ll still have a General Fund
surplus exceeding $3.0 million at the
end of the fiscal year! ♦

As the Village grows, so does our educational capacity. 
Within a year, you’ll see an amazingly well-designed 157,000
square foot facility at the 281/2 acre site on the east side of
Green Bay Road. It will be one of the largest public works
projects in the area. This is no small feat, as our school district
operates on one of the tightest budgets around. The over-
crowding issue has packed our students into 725 square foot
classrooms (on average);
850 square foot rooms is
the standard.

While all this has had 
a negative effect on
students as well as the
salaries of our teachers
and administrators, 
Dr. Raymond Costa,
Director of Business 
for our District #3,
states that “we’re all
here because we like
the area.” He proudly
adds that “we’ve always
done a good job of maintaining our
existing facilities and biding our time for 
the opportunity to come of age.” Thanks to the $19 million
referendum, that passed by a whopping 63%, anyone who has seen
the plans for the facility can clearly see that our time has come.

Amenities and Comforts
From the carpeted main corridor to rooftop air-conditioning
units the school will provide a comfortable learning environment.
Also included will be: a multipurpose cafeteria to accommodate
band concerts and serve as a student waiting area on inclement

mornings, a new learning resource center and separate rooms for
music, industrial arts and fitness training as well as a 15,000 square
foot gymnasium.

For those concerned about the inclusion of technology, you’ll 
be pleased to know that every classroom will have at least one
TV and one computer. There’s also an exciting grant-funded
pilot program that will literally put education into the palms 

of every student in one 
fifth grade classroom. 
Each student will have
their own “Palm Pilot” to
use throughout the school
year. Beach Park will be 
the only middle school in
the nation taking part in
this program.

Community Impact
The students won’t be the
only beneficiaries of this
investment as residents

will also be able to take advantage of
athletic fields, wetlands and a community water tower that’s
to be set back in an unobtrusive corner of the property. From
a public works standpoint, the construction of the school will
also include a $275,000 cost contribution to sewer and water
lines. Because the 1,200 student capacity school will initially 
be used for 900 students, the remaining capacity will be used 
to accommodate “special needs students” on a short-term basis. 

Though it’s been a long time coming, the Beach Park Middle
School will certainly be a “win-win” opportunity for students
and residents alike. ♦

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For the health of our children and all residents, please recognize that is unlawful 
to burn leaves and other landscape materials unless all provisions are met. Though 
we’re providing the basic rules here, you’re responsible to know all the requirements 
and are subject to fines for non-compliance.

• Only natural materials (leaves, branches, etc.) from your own property can 
be burned on your lot between the hours of 8:00 am and 11:00 pm.

• Nothing can be burned in ditches, easements or public areas.

• Fires must be at least 25 feet from structures, trees and other 
protected properties.

• You must attend to the fire at all times and have sufficient water to 
extinguish the fire if needed.

• The Village has the right to have fires extinguished if they’re considered 
unsafe or unhealthy because of excessive smoke. ♦

Burning Issues

Chipping Policy
The chipping of tree branches and brush shall be provided to the

residents of Beach Park at no charge within the guidelines below:

• Chipping will be done on a first-
come, first-served basis and will be
provided on the first Monday of each
month as Public Works Department
scheduling permits.

• All requests for chipping must
be made to the Public Works
Department.

• Residents’ name must be
placed on the “chipping list” at
the Village Hall. Scheduled stops
will be made for only those who
have signed up.

• Any dispute as to whether 
requested debris removal should 
be done by the Village will be 
decided by the Public Works
Superintendent.

• Residents requesting pick up by the
Village, must first place all debris to 
be chipped and removed on their own
street right of way. Village personnel
will not remove debris from private

property.

•  Branches to be chipped must
not be larger than 8 inches in
diameter.

• Cut ends of branches must face
the road.

• From time to time chips will be
available to Village Residents at

the Public Works property, but you
must make your own arrangements 
to remove the chips from this site.
