In our efforts to minimize the potential for mosquito-borne illness
within our community, we’ve contracted the services of
Rick’s Mosquito Control. Their technicians have
been addressing the problem through active and
preventative measures.

While we suspect that most of the mosquito 
“season” is behind us, prevention of new mosqui-
toes will also be accomplished through the application
of larvicides on the surface of ponds and creeks within the Village.

We’ve been reassured that all the chemicals used are safe for humans,
animals and the environment. If there are specific concerns, please
contact us for more information on the chemicals used. If you have
private ponds on your property, the village is offering free tablets 
(2 per resident) to help prevent breeding of mosquitoes. ♦

After taking over the Unclaimed Property unit in July of 1999,
Topinka and her staff have aggressively distributed as much 
information as possible to citizens, in hopes of locating the rightful
owners and heirs of more than $1 billion worth of unclaimed assets.

Currently, there are over 5.7 million owner accounts that the
Treasurer’s office has identified.

Examples of items being held by the State include: lost wages, 
insurance policy payments, forgotten bank accounts, stock shares,
dividends and mutual funds, security deposit checks, the contents 
of safe deposit boxes, unredeemed gift certificates and proceeds 
of an estate. The Treasurer’s Office does not hold real estate.

With nearly $36 million returned to Illinois residents in the last 
year, it is estimated the state still has more than $990 million to 
be claimed in lost or forgotten assets. Almost one in five people 
may have something to claim.

Though it’s not always easy in highly populated portions of the 
state, Topinka stated that, “Our goal is to return unclaimed property 
to people as quickly and as efficiently as possible. That’s why 
Cash Dash is so important.” ♦
